In a job which is often open to criticism,
these men have developed an educational system which has provided an excellent opportunity for the
growth of its young citizens, both mentally and morally., Nearly 90 per cent of Sutherland's graduating
class will go on to some type of advanced training. To show its appreciation for the service rendered the
school, the yearbook staff presents each member of the school board with a free copy of THE DUKE.

The Sutherland Community School System is fortunate to have a talented faculty that is concerned about
the achievement of each student. Nine members of the school staff have M.A. Degrees, and several
teachers are completing graduate work at summer school and at night school.
